My company, <<COMPANY NAME>> in <<CITY, STATE>>, needs your help to support S. 1526. We are a member of the National Insulation Association (NIA), which also supports this bipartisan bill to create tax incentives to meet and exceed energy efficiency standards in new construction, maintenance, and retrofits of commercial and industrial facilities using mechanical insulation. This proven, green technology can help our economy by creating jobs while enhancing energy efficiency. 
This bill—the Mechanical Insulation Installation Incentive Act—will realize the significant energy savings possible in the commercial and industrial sectors and create jobs in all 50 states by increasing the use of mechanical insulation. Power plants, refineries, hospitals, schools, government and office buildings, high-rise dwellings, hotels and motels, and retail and wholesale establishments are some of the facilities that mechanical insulation can make more efficient. NIA estimates that the bill would yield $35 billion in energy savings (more than 2 quadrillion Btu), reduce CO2 emissions by 170 million metric tons, and create/preserve 25,000 jobs annually. The unemployment rate in the mechanical insulation industry is higher than the national rate, and this is an important boost to our industry nationwide, as well as in our state.
Mechanical insulation is a proven technology, but unfortunately many company decision-makers fail to see the benefits of investing in it because it is silent and hidden; it is not a new technology nor generating publicity; the process continues to operate regardless of the condition or absence of insulation; and it is viewed as a cost rather than treated as an investment that provides a valuable return. The targeted tax provision in S. 1526 allows businesses to deduct an additional amount of their mechanical insulation expenses and will increase manufacturing, distribution, installation, maintenance, and retrofitting—all of which will create jobs, save energy, and reduce emissions. Current energy efficiency provisions in the tax code favor more visible energy improvements, and while those are needed, mechanical insulation can provide greater energy and cost savings. 
My <<XX>> employees and I strongly urge you to support this bill, and I hope you will consider cosponsoring it. A similar bill in the 111th Congress had 60 bipartisan cosponsors and was scored by the Joint Committee on Taxation to cost $374 million over five years. Based on changes in the economy, we expect this bill to cost less, and I feel this is a small price tag for saving energy and putting Americans to work installing materials made in America.
